All
works must be ready for exhibition and hanging. Works will be accepted on a first-come, firstserve basis until the
gallery is filled to capacity. The LPCA reserves the right o refuse any work deemed inappropriate fo the best
inferests of the LPCA in regards to profanity, size restrictions or safety. The LPCA reserves the right fo photograph works

ENTRIES: Renew your 2010 - 2011 [PCA Membership (or join as a new member!) when entering work and $30
will be applied towards your membership level. Non-members wishing to enter works must pay a $30 entry fee.
Works need to be hand delivered to the LPCA's Fine Arts Gallery on Friday, April 16 from 4pm - 8pm ONLY. NO
works may be shipped to the [PCA. NO works will be accepted prior to April 16. There will be NO exceptions
granted. All works must be for sale and the listed price needs to include a 30% commission for the LPCA. The LPCA
will add 7.75% sales tox to the listed price.

INSTALLATION: The LPCA will assist artists in mounting the exhibition on April 16 from 4pm - 8pm. Artists will be
asked to complete the exhibition label when delivering their works to the gallery. Only the works and labels will be
exhibited. If artists would like fo leave biographical information or business cards, a special fable will be located in
the gallery for the show.

POTLUCK RECEPTION: The PCA will host a potluck reception on Thursday, April 22 from 5pm - 7pm. We
encourage all who atfend fo bring a dish to share with your friends. The LPCA will provide beverages.

PUBLIC EXHIBITION & SALE: The show will be on exhibition fo the public from April 22 to May 7. All works
exhibited must be for sale; patrons will be asked to take works with them on the day they make a purchase. Arfists
will receive an 70% commission on all works sold during the exhibition.

LIABILITY: The LPCA will provide insurance coverage for works during the exhibition. The LPCA does not assume
responsibility for damage to any work during insfallation.  Unclaimed work remaining after pickup dates becomes

the property of the LPCA.

PICKUP OF WORKS: Arfists must pick up their works Saturday, May 8 from Tpm - 5pm or May 10 & 11 from 9am
- 5pm. Any work not picked up during these times become the property of the [PCA.
